Leaders notes (Camp insect box)
The Camp insect box is designed to be easily constructed on a campsite and can be completed by any section, it is intended that they are left on the site (you will need to get permission to do this)
Pre preparation

You will need to print out a few copies of the instructions and scavenging cards (It is recommended that they are laminated).
You will need to buy some large bamboo poles (these can be found online) and optional cable ties.
Construction
Split the Scouts into groups of your choice, they can make several boxes per group.

Send half the groups to scavenge the materials and half will prepare the bamboo, they can then swap round.

Have several leaders supervising the sawing.

Beavers and Cubs will need leader supervision whilst scavenging the materials

Make sure you instruct the Scouts what areas of the site they are allowed to scavenge materials from.

Remember to follow the risk assessment.
